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Denver Commission to End Homelessness to break ground on A
New Home for Delores, arenovation project that expands
emergency shelter capacity for Denver’s homeless women.

The expansion will allow The Delores Project to provide
overnight shelter, meals and supportive services for up to 75
women each night, more than doubling the our current capacity.
In addition, the new facility will give The Delores Project a
permanent home for the first timein its five years of operation.

“Thisis an important development in our citywide efforts to get
Denver’s homeless women off the streets and connected with
services that lead to stability and self-sufficiency,” Mayor
Hickenlooper said. “I congratul ate the Delores Project for their
perseverance in finding a permanent home for their good work,
and | am pleased at the progress this marks toward our overall
goal of ending homelessnessin Denver.”

The groundbreaking launched the renovation of a building
recently purchased through a competitive bid process from the
Denver Department of Human Services. Completion of the
project, expected in early 2006, will help achieve a major goal of
the City’s 10-Y ear Plan to End Homelessness to increase
emergency shelter space for Denver’s homeless women by 20
bedsin the first year of Plan implementation.

Julie Duffy, Executive Director of The Delores Project, added:
“Wefill to capacity every night at the current shelter, knowing
there are not enough emergency shelter bedsin the city for the
hundreds of women who are without a place to stay. The new
Delores will be an important step toward meeting that urgent
need.”
